Ottawa City Council has a new budget process. 
Why a new process? City Council hopes to:

· Create opportunities for the public to give their views on the budget while it is still being developed.
· Ensure the budget reflects the priorities in the City Strategic Plan, along with other decisions City Council has already made.
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	Make your views known

At any point in this process, you can contact your City Councillor to let him or her know what you want to see in the City Budget.




STEP 1: City Council creates City Strategic Plan 2006-2010 
At the beginning of City Council’s term of office, the City Strategic Plan was developed. It outlines the goals and objectives for their four year term.  Each year it is updated or “refreshed”.

STEP 2:  Standing Committees make recommendations -
In October and November, six Standing Committees of Council reviewed the parts of the City Strategic Plan related to their mandate, heard presentations from the public, and then made budget recommendations to be consistent with the City Strategic Plan. View their decisions on the city web-site.
STEP 3: Audit, Budget and Finance Committee prioritizes 

The new Audit, Budget and Finance Standing Committee receives recommendations from the other six committees and prioritize them.

The public is invited to observe:  November 17th, Andrew Haydon Hall.
STEP 4: Draft City Budget Tabled at City Council
The public is invited to attend the City Council meeting on December 9th, when the 2010 Draft Budget will be presented.  The public is invited to observe.
STEP 5: Public delegations present their views

January 25 – 29th; City Council Committee of the Whole will hear from the public and decide on the budget.  You can present a deputation at this time, but you can also contact your Councillor at any time in this process.
